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Noah Walked With YHVH
ש “These are the generations [toledaw] of 

Noah: Noah was a just [tzaddiyq] man 
and perfect [tamiym] in his generations 
[dowr], and Noah walked with Elohim.”

ש Gen. (Beresheit) 6:9

ש What does it mean to “walk” with 
Elohim?
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Noah Walked With YHVH
ש The word walk is the Hebrew word 

halak/ilh / hey-lamed-kaf sofit. 

ש This is where we get the word “halakhah", 
meaning "the way in which to walk", from. 

ש Psalms119:1 Blessed are the undefiled in 
the way, Who walk in the Torah of Elohim! 

ש 119:3 They also do no iniquity; They walk in 
His ways.
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What If G-D Asked You ?
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The Character of Noah 
ש “These are the generations [toledaw] of 

Noah: Noah was a just [tzaddiyq] man 
and perfect [tamiym] in his generations 
[dowr], and Noah walked with Elohim.”

ש Gen. (Beresheit) 6:9

ש This shows the character attributes of 
Noah…
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The Character of Noah 
ש Generations is the Hebrew word 

toledaw/ hdlwt /tav-vav-lamed-dalet-

hey meaning descendants, 
genealogies, or results.

ש Just is the Hebrew word tzaddiyq

/iyrx / tzadi-dalet-yud-kaf sofit

meaning a lawful, righteous man.
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The Character of Noah 
ש Perfect is the Hebrew word tamiym/ 

<ymt /tav-mem-yud-mem sofit

meaning entire, integrity, truth, without 
blemish, complete, full, undefiled, or 
upright.
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The Character of Noah 
ש The word generations at the end of the 

verse is the Hebrew word dowr/ rwd
/dalet-vav-resh meaning “a man’s 
lifetime beginning with the womb of 
earth and returning thereto … likewise 
from conception and birth of a man to 
the conception and birth of his 
offspring” (TWOT).
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The Character of Noah 
ש So we see that Noah was:

ש Just – A man who walked in Torah 
principles…

ש Perfect – A man who walked in 
complete integrity…

ש In his generations – From the 
beginning of his life to the end of it.

ש So that… Gen. 6:8 …Noah found grace 
in the eyes of the Lord. 
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Elohim Observed Humanity
ש As God observed humanity in the days 

of Noah, He was saddened to see the 
rampant wickedness of His creations. 

ש He saw that every human heart 
harbored evil. 

ש “The LORD was sorry that He had made 
man on the earth, and He was grieved 
in His heart” (Genesis 6:6).
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Elohim Observed Humanity
ש Then God said to Noah, “The end of all 

flesh has come before Me; for the earth 
is filled with violence because of them; 
and behold, I am about to destroy them 
with the earth.” (Genesis 6:13)

ש Why was the earth so filled with 
violence?
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Nephilim – The Fallen Ones
ש Genesis (B'resheet) 6:4 The N'filim were 

on the earth in those days, and also 
afterwards, when the sons of God came 
in to the daughters of men, and they 
bore children to them; these were the 
ancient heroes, men of renown.
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Nephilim – The Fallen Ones
ש Jude 1:6 And the angels who did not 

keep their proper domain, but left their 
own abode, He has reserved in 
everlasting chains under darkness for 
the judgment of the great day;
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Nephilim – The Fallen Ones
ש According to many scholars the 

Nephilim are the children of fallen 
angels who at that time came to earth 
in human form as giants and took 
daughters of men for wives…

ש Bearing  the nature of the Fallen Angels 
they brought much evil to earth to the 
point that YHVH made a decision to 
destroy  the earth…
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The Consequences of Sin
ש The Bible says that the wages of sin are 

death (Romans 6:23). 

ש Sin affects the world around us. 

ש It affects others around us.

ש Can we go anywhere where G-d cannot 
find us?

ש Can we hide from God?
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Can We Hide From God?
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Can We Hide From God?
ש Psalms 139:7 Where can I go to escape 

your Spirit? Where can I flee from your 
presence? 

ש 8 If I climb up to heaven, you are there; 
if I lie down in Sh'ol, you are there. 

ש 9 If I fly away with the wings of the 
dawn and land beyond the sea, 

ש 10 even there your hand would lead me, 
your right hand would hold me fast.
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YHVH  Is Just
ש The Bible says, “Righteousness and 

justice are the foundation of [God’s] 
throne” (Psalm 89:14). 

ש In other words, God’s kingdom is 
founded upon justice. 

ש Since God is the very standard of 
justice, He cannot be unjust.
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The Problem With Sin
ש This is the problem with sin. It begets 

judgment. 

ש In the days of Noah, the sin of humanity 
was so great that justice demanded 
God take action against it. 

ש The easiest thing for God to do would 
have been to simply will the universe 
out of existence.

The Problem With Sin
ש YHVH could have just shut the entire 

thing down and started over with a new 
creation. 

ש Instead, He chose to try to fix the world.
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Tikkun Olam
ש In Judaism, “fixing the world” (tikkun

olam, עולםתקון ) is an important 
concept. 

ש The world is broken, and it needs to be 
fixed. 

ש HaShem asks us to fix it by letting our 
light shine through our good works…
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Tikkun Olam
ש Mt 5:16 Let your light so shine before 

men, that they may see your good 
works and glorify your Father in 
heaven. 
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Tikkun Olam
ש Whenever we apply our efforts to doing 

good by… 

alleviating human suffering, 

standing up for justice, 

making peace in the midst of strife 
and 

choosing to do right instead of 
wrong, 

…we are fixing the world… 
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Tikkun Olam
ש …And glorifying the Father of us all.

ש As we make the world a better, more 
godly place, we are restoring it to 
God’s original intent.

ש By building the ark and saving the 
animals Noah was “Tikkun Olam” –
Restoring the world…
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Noah Brought Restoration
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Of Every Clean Animal
ש Genesis (B'resheet) 7:2 Of every clean 

animal you are to take seven couples, 
and of the animals that are not clean, 
one couple;

ש Why seven couples of clean and only 
one couple of unclean animals?
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Of Every Clean Animal
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Of Every Clean Animal
ש The laws of clean and unclean meats 

(kashrut) are pillar commands of the 
Torah-law YHVH gave to Moses. 

ש If the line of reasoning just presented is 
correct, then why did YHVH instruct 
Noah to take extra clean animals on the 
ark? 

ש God brought them seven couples of 
clean animals to have food.
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Middot U’Mitzvot (Character and Deeds)

ש But Shem and Japheth took a garment 
and laid it upon both their shoulders 
and walked backward and covered the 
nakedness of their father; and their 
faces were turned away, so that they 
did not see their father’s nakedness. 
(Genesis 9:23)
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Middot U’Mitzvot (Character and Deeds)

ש Noah was a godly, righteous man. 

ש But even godly, righteous men make 
mistakes.

ש When we see our parents or leaders 
make blunders or behave badly, how 
do we as their children respond? 
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Middot U’Mitzvot (Character and Deeds)

ש God commands us to honor our father 
and mother. 

ש How can we honor them when they 
behave dishonorably?

ש The Torah shows us two alternatives…
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Middot U’Mitzvot (Character and Deeds)

ש Noah’s son Ham “saw the nakedness of 
his father, and told his two brothers 
outside” (Genesis 9:22). 

ש The other two sons, Shem and Japheth, 
took a blanket and covered their father. 

ש Ham’s choice was to sneer at his 
father. 

ש The other two sons honored him.
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Look Away
ש People do and say foolish things all the 

time. 

ש The natural human inclination is to 
expose their folly by pointing it out to 
others. 

ש The godly thing to do, however, is to 
look away from the foolishness of 
others and try to cover their shame. 
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Let Your Love Cover
ש Above all, keep fervent in your love for 

one another, because love covers a 
multitude of sins. (1 Peter 4:8)
